What is the Service?

A free, brief therapeutic service for individuals and
whanau needing specific support for bereavement
by suicide. It fits within the range of services that
support the bereaved to navigate loss by suicide.

Who is it for?

The service is available to anyone navigating loss
by suicide (whanau, friends, colleagues, discoverer,
communities). It is available to all ages, at any time
following a loss. Children/Young people will need

a trusted adult to support them to participate.

Who delivers the Service?

- Local Providers will be available in each region

- All providers have specific training in suicide
bereavement

- Trauma Informed approach
- Suicide bereavement and support skills
- Incorporates your worldview.
